Following the success of their debut release, Pressing Issues brings you the multifaceted sounds of Dubstep with their sophomore
effort. Formed in 2006 by an international group of passionate music lovers with the goal of exposing the world to Dubstep music,
Pressing Issues is a committee managed, non-profit record label where tracks are produced, submitted and selected for release by
members of the online community at dubstepforum.com ISSUEQOQ2 is a cross-country connection featuring San Francisco's own DJG
(Narco.Hz, Noppa Recordings) and Australia's Flippo (Formant Recordings). DJG hits hard with techy flavors in his crowd-pleasing
Bender, continuing with a hypnotic bass and flavorful additions. Surely showing the Bay Area connection with a hyphy-inspired vibe,
this tune shakes the speakers and rocks the club in venues worldwide. It has been in heavy rotation with the likes of Rusko and N-
Type and always fools the floor with its minimal structure but massive bassline. This one isn't for your car stereo. On the AA side,
Flippo eases into ethereal synths and atmospheric sounds while hitting home with dubby bass beats.

Tony Sopranoesque vocal samples add to the rising tension, strings become ever more awkwardly
chopped leading up to the speaker-popping drop of the year. As the industrial midrange distortion kicks in and sub bass has
soundbwoys running for the lav, silencer shots and scattershot drums turn proceedings to bloody mayhem, not one for R1 daytime.
Get Up - On the flip DZ returns to solo duties aided by his trusted synths and fat stack of Hip hop samples. Using a style pioneered
on the massive “Just Rolling”, DZ fuses B-boy bravado with old skool rave sentiment. This toxic combo forms a woozy and
disorienting wave of war sirens cunningly reigned in by a drum track swiped straight outta Hank Shocklee’s hard drive. Not for the
timid.

2KRCDO05 Increments - Henry & Louis 2 Kings CDx1

Trailing in the success of the two recent 10"s, Bristol system rockers Henry and Louis drop a heavyweight 15 track Lp of primed roots
rockers material for 2 Kings. The two recent 10"s are included here in dub and vocal formats, but it's the welath of new material that
makes this album definitely worht a look in. Relying on old school dub production techniques gleaned from Bristol's fertile reggae
heritage and with respectful nods to Scientist, Jah Shaka and local legend Rob Smith (of Smith & Mighty), Henry and Louis aka Andy
Scholes and Jack Lundie produce an authentic and highly effective update on the stripped roots rockers style drawing close parallels
to movements in Dub Techno and dubstep with fully charged bassline rolls and dubbed to f*ckery 4/4 rhythms mostly hovering
between 120-140bpm. The whole affair is made that little bit sweeter with concious vocal contributions from Justin Griffith and
various Bristol MCs, adding a layer of depth that's often missing in it's sister styles. Any fans of Rhythm and Sound's DJ sets, wicked
bass music, or the general Bristol bass vibes from Pinch/Peverelist etc. need to give this a run. Heavy!

Increments" starts off with dub poet Prince Green's "Love Like" where he lays out the many moods of love over a steppers track built
around a drum sample of some old seventies dub tune. It would be strict drum and bass if it wasn't for the keyboard horns in the
chorus parts. You might have heard Prince Green rasping voice before if you've come across acid jazz group Galliano which were
active in the mid ninties. On the forth vocal Andy Scholes returns with yet another track entitiled "Lions Den". "Lions Den" is darker
and faster than the previous songs and in the same militant vibe as "The Message". Andy Scholes has a rather light and common
voice but as you dig into the song and start listen to the actual lyrics it gets heavier and rougher. Last vocal features Prince Green
again with "Revelation Time" where he tries on a chanting style of singing. Rhythmwise a the bubbling bassline works hard alongside
drums and keyboard skanks which echos away in the right places. All to all this album will definently be pleasing to those who
enjoyed Henry & Louis earlier work since it's trodding on in the same direction as those works and hopefully for those who's yet to
discover this rather underground roots/dub duo, minding that roots and dub music is more or less underground as it is. | for one enjoy
this album and is quite interested in how some of these songs would sound if played on a sound system? Increments written and
produced over 10 years from the 2 kings studio in bristol, provides a foundation of soundsystem roots, played by king earthquake, jah
shaka, jah voice , jah lokko , it gives a story of the belief, strength and progression of roots music, vocals and dubs the old skool style
from the days of tubby's, scientist takes you on a tour of henry and loui's mixing skills and production. artists, prince green (love like)
the killer 10" single starts the Ip with a pressence that would set the stage for any sound to play. donnett forte (jah works ) has a great
message in too strong , to get up and be counted, Izyah Davis '"hands of jahovah (next single on 2 kings) vocal ,smashes the rydim
with the conscious message of i am in my fathers house, no better place for me , 15 tracks of heavyweight rydim, not to be missed
only 'time will tell"!
